Zones of Regulation
Following the Zones of Regulation helps us understand our emotions and our expected response. Sometimes you might not know how you feel, but don’t worry, it’s our job to help support you through those moments and guide you to make expected choices.

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My Hidden Chimp 
By Professor Steve Peters.
Our Hidden Chimp is a part of our brain. When we are dysregulated this part takes control, making decisions and acting without our permission. Using a ten-habit approach, The Hidden Chimp theory teaches children (and adults) strategies for taking control of their thoughts and decisions. Controlling their chimp allows children a sense of power while helping them manage their emotions and behaviour.
Habits include saying sorry, accepting ‘no’, talking about feelings and asking for help.
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6 Core Strengths 
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These are our 6 core strengths which we work on while we are in the Arc. 
1. Self- regulation
2. Tolerance
3. Affiliation
4. Awareness
5. Attachment
6. Respect

These strengths help us grow to be the best version of ourselves.
